4. Reinstall the rubber plug after charging to prevent water from entering.

1. As the long-term storage will accelerate the self-discharge and passivation of active
substances, it is recommended to fully charge and discharge the Cleaner every three months

to reduce the negative impact of long-term storage, and then restore its original performance.
